Board Meeting Minutes

Present: Artis Dukes, President; Chelsea Towns, Vice President; 
Erin Sullivan, Secretary; Patsy Willbanks, Director of Region 1; Jerry Rhodes, Director of Region 3; Tamera (Tammy) Anderson, Director of Region 4; Randall (Randy) Luechauer, Director of Region 5. 

Artis called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. Roll call was taken; six members were in attendance and a quorum was recognized. As the meeting continued Jerry joined the conference call.
Agenda: To review and approve the prior meeting minutes. To discuss the latest contract, conference deposit, signature card, 2010 annual report and conference speakers.

Business: Artis open a discussion on the approval of the Meeting Minutes of January 22, 2010. Artis wanted to clarify that the conference dates are 
August 4 - August 6, 2010. The hotel conference room rate is available on August 3rd for those traveling the night before the conference. Patsy made a motion to approve the minutes and Tammy seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion and the Meeting Minutes of January 22, 2010 were approved. 
The revisions of the contract were discussed and it appears that all the changes we requested were granted. Randy made a motion to move forward with the hotel contract and Patsy seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion and the hotel contract was approved.  Artis will replace Jerry’s name on the contract with his and after signing the contract he will forward the signed contract to the hotel prior to their deadline.  

The hotel requires a $3,000.00 deposit. Randy made a motion to cut the deposit check for the hotel and Patsy seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion and the issuance of the $3,000.00 deposit check was approved. Artis stated he is not yet on the signature card for the bank so he can not sign the check. However, Artis will make sure either Joanna or Tim Parks, former FTDTA President will sign the check for the deposit to meet the deadline set by the hotel. In addition, Artis mentioned that he was going to verify with Joanna that she has completed and submitted the 2010 Annual Report to the Division of Corporations. 
There was a general discussion on the potential speakers for the conference. Artis wanted to avoid any confusion with the speakers and therefore asked us not to initiate any contact with potential speakers. Artis, Chelsea and Patsy will make any necessary contacts and are responsible for the scheduling of the speakers. However, we all are encouraged to share any contact information on potential speakers with them. Jerry made the suggestion of having counties share their enforcement procedures including any experience with various enforcement software programs, i.e. Accurint. Another suggestion was having a panel discussion to offer assistance to our members via email. The panel would be made of those participants currently active in the informal TDT assistance email help group. 
Open Discussion: Tammy had a question on whether a warrant could be attached to property outside of their county. Artis and Randy replied yes, the warrant is attached to both real and personal property regardless of the location. 
Next Meeting: It was agreed to have the next conference call on Friday, February 26, 2010 at 10:00 a.m.
Assignments: Artis to sign the contract with Embassy Suites. Artis will get with Joanna to get a check written for the $3,000.00 deposit. Artis, Chelsea and Patsy will work on the list of speakers. Artis is going to make revisions to his letter asking for sponsorship for the conference. Jerry is going to forward any letter templates he has to Artis, Chelsea and Patsy. We all will provide the contact information for our Tourist Development Council to Artis. In addition, we will forward contact information on any potential speakers to Artis, Chelsea and Patsy. 
Closing: There being no further discussion of conference business, a motion to adjourn was requested by Artis Dukes, President.  All present were in favor of the motion, and the meeting ended at approximately 11:22 a.m.
